Book Talk in a Box

Task: To present a novel to the class as a book talk, and use props and ideas from the story to show and tell.

Materials: Novel, shoebox, paper, glue/scissors, colours, arts and craft materials, etc.
*The shoebox will have specific parts that relate to the novel, both inside and outside.

**This is not a homework assignment.  You may work on it at home, but be prepared to work on it at school too.  Class time will be provided to work on your Book Talk in a Box.

Outside Requirements:

1. The top of the box will be your title page. It will include the name of the book, the name of the author, an illustration that represents the novel, genre, and your name. An attractive ‘title page’ is required.

2. The lengths of the box will be used to illustrate the conflict/climax of the book (side 1) and the setting(s) (side 2)

3. The remaining two sides (the widths) will be used to illustrate all the characters found in the book (width 1), and your favourite character (width 2).

Inside Requirements:

1.  A brief biography of your author.

2. Items found in the novel.  You are to find (or make) at least 6 items to put in the box.

Example:  If a student were doing a report on Harry Potter, the inside of my box might include items such as:

	· a wand

· a picture of an owl

· a cloak

· a stone

· a mirror
	· a golden snitch (homemade)

· a snake

· an invitation to Hogwarts

·  a pair of broken glasses

· Etc.
